more area on site for the builders; its time effective; it alleviates the 
requirement of  platform ladders or mobile scaffolding when unloading 
from the truck, as the flatbed bolster is lifted to a safe working level; also 
it adds valuable points to the scorecard of  the Green Star Rating system.

The dedication and professional experience of  the Mack Steel Fixing’s 
offsite team, ensures that the safety and quality of  documentation systems 
comply with all the builders’ requirements prior site establishment. The 
entire Mack Steel team strives towards real partnerships and strong business 
relationships.
